Our talented teachers bring years of experience working with people of all ages and abilities.
Many of our teachers were once Girl Scout Leaders, have lead activities for large groups, are
BCI/FBI background checked and VIRTUS trained to teach in Catholic Schools. This
wealth of experience and small class sizes ensures a high-quality, hands-on learning
environment. We have teachers available in Cuyahoga, Lake, Geauga, Summit, Portage,

Medina and Stark Counties.

Class Fees and Size

Each class is designed to be taught by one teacher and is limited to the number of attendees
indicated in order to give personal attention to each participant. A minimum of 3

participants are needed to hold a group class.

All classes are 2 hrs long and $25 a person, supplies included. The exception is for Pajama

Pants, which is 3 hrs long and $40 a person, supplies included.
